Accommodation details

Type of accommodation
Two self-catering student houses with
single and twin rooms.

Meals

The houses are self-catering and have
communal kitchen facilities, enabling
students to prepare their own meals.

Kitchen

The kitchen areas are shared between all
students in the house and equipped with
modern cooking utensils and appliances,
including a microwave, refrigerator/
freezer, hob/oven, cupboards and TV.

Rooms
Each room consists of a single or twin
beds, desk, chair and wardrobe.

Bathrooms

Each house has two bathrooms shared
between all students in the house. Each
bathroom consists of shower or bath,
toilet and sink. There is also a further
separate toilet in each house.

Utilities

Electricity, gas and water are included in
the accommodation fee. Electrical current
is 240 volts AC (50 cycles) and students
from some countries may require a
transformer and a plug adaptor.

Internet and phone

Wireless internet is available for £5 per
week per student. There are no phone
facilities at the houses.

Laundry and cleaning

A washing machine is installed in each
kitchen for students' use. Students are
responsible for keeping their rooms and
the communal areas clean and tidy.

Linen and towels

Bed linen is provided on arrival. Students
are responsible for washing this
themselves. Towels are not provided so
students must bring their own.

Keys and deposits

Students are provided with a key to the
house and to their rooms. A refundable
housing deposit is charged on arrival,
payable to the student house owner Mrs
Askari. This amounts to £50 for students
staying up to 2 weeks, and £100 for
students staying for longer than 2 weeks.

Arrival and departure
Students should arrive and depart at
a reasonable hour, and must provide
details of their arrival to Kaplan in
advance.

Noise and restrictions
Students are requested to be considerate
to their neighbours and keep noise levels
to a minimum especially after 10 pm.

Availability

The student houses are offered year-
round to non-smoking students aged 18
and over. Please check availability.
