Your fi rst day
On the fi rst day of your course you need to report to 
reception at the school at 8:30am. Your fi rst day will be a 
Monday unless there is a national holiday on the Monday - 
in which case your fi rst day will be Tuesday.

Following the intake, you will receive information about 
your class schedule, classroom number, study level 
and elective courses. You will be assigned the most 
appropriate class for your level of English. Your class times 
will be assigned after your test and you may be assigned 
morning classes or afternoon classes. This will depend 
on your level of English, your choice of classes, and class 
availability.

Classrooms 
There are 20 bright and spacious classrooms. Each classroom 
is fully equipped with quality learning materials, comfortable 
study seating and state-of-the-art audio-visual equipment.

Multimedia and IT Centre 
Our computer lab has been planned to create an ideal 
learning environment with the latest software and free 
Wi-Fi access. 

Library 
The community room has a library with textbooks, self study 
materials and magazines for students’ use. There is also a 
library of videos which students can watch. The room is also 
used for afternoon activities.

Student Lounge 
The lounge at the PLI is a great meeting place between classes 
and at lunchtime. Enjoy free Wi-Fi on your laptop, have a coffee 
with your new friends , or check out the e-bulletin boards for 
excursions and current events. It is also a great place to catch 
a movie or the latest sports events on our student cinema 
system. Microwaves are available if you bring your own food, or 
feel free to use the vending machines.

Transport - Buses and Trains

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Transfers

PLI Toronto Transfers 
Students should fl y to Toronto Pearson International Airport. If 
the student has paid for the Transfer Service, a greeter holding 
a PLI Toronto sign will meet them outside Customs to help 
with transportation, or to drive them to their homestay. If the 
student has any fl ight changes, misses a connecting fl ight, or 
needs help meeting the Transfer Service, they should call the 
school’s emergency number at 416-364-0989  for help, and 
be prepared to tell them their name, school name (PLI Toronto) 
and location. Students should only accept a transfer from a 
Greeter with the offi cial PLI Toronto emblem. 

Independent Transfers 
Airport Express is a bus that costs approximately $45.00 to get 
downtown. 
Visit www.torontoairportexpress.com 
Taxi service costs approximately $40 - 60 (add 10-15% tip) to 
get to your homestay or downtown. The drive averages about 
45 minutes depending on where you live.
